Keri Hilson, like Ne-Yo, is a singer-songwriter, who early in her career started writing songs for artists such as
Britney Spears, Ciara, Usher, and Ludacris. In 2007, she guest performed on Timbaland’s hits “The Way | Are”
and “Scream”; from there she began her solo singing career.

Her debut album, “In a Perfect World...”, was released in early 2009 with singles “Energy”, “Return the Favor”,
“Turnin’ Me On”, and “Knock You Down”. The latter has been Hilson’s most successful single to date,
reaching number three on the Billboard Hot 100 and number one on R&B/Hip-Hop 100.
